Congleton Leisure Centre’s school swimming lesson’s guidelines stipulate that children may wear goggles for swimming lessons but only if their parents have given permission in writing. 

I know many of you will want your child to take goggles to swimming lessons and for this reason I am trying to simplify matters by providing you with a simple reply slip.  

If you would like your child to use goggles please take some time to explain that they are responsible for looking after them and safely putting them on and taking them off; this is important to ensure protection of eyes from impact damage through stretching the eyepieces away from the face with wet fingers. You should also be aware that on occasions your child will be asked to remove their goggles in order to safely perform certain aquatic activities.

Only children whose parents have signed and returned the permission slip below will be allowed to wear goggles during this year’s swimming lessons.
